The collaboration of Holly Arntzen and Kevin Wright came as an unforseen event. The two had been
working alongside Holly’s late husband and songwriting partner Stephen Foster, in the Artist
Response Team (ART), producing radio shows and school music programs, until Stephen’s untimely
passing in 2005. Times immediately changed. They were thrust into a songwriting and performing
partnership that reflected the pair’s diverse musical backgrounds.

With over 30 years as a folk/jazz performer, Holly has appeared at most major music festivals in
Canada and has shared the stage with artists such as Bruce Cockburn, Stan Rogers and Herbie Han-
cock. Since the mid-80s, Kevin has been a pioneering member of the Victoria rock scene performing
in seminal bands such as Armoros, Turk and the Rat (Rocktoria 1 winner) and After Dark.

Their first full-length release together arrived in May 2010 - I Am the Future. It is a collection of edgy,
anthemic and soulful songs that focus on the environment and social conciousness. Since then they
have released a live album entitled Water For Life - the soundtrack from the recent Water For Life TV
Special that aired on Global in June 2011 and topped the ratings in BC with a viewer reach of over
250,000. They are based on Vancouver Island and perform regularly throughout Western Canada as
a duet and as the 6-piece Dream Band.

ART produces entertainment that educates
about ecology and has created a library of
eco-themed CDs. Holly and Kevin are the
core of ART; they deliver Voices of Nature o

community outreach projects throughout '

BC and Alberta. Using ART’s award winning

Cycle of Life learning resources, they travel
